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Women’s Lives and the Improvement of Female Farmers’
Economical Status

In the morning session, the participants took an observation tour of direct sales stores of agricultural products,
which are operated by female farmers in and around Kochi city.

The lecture included reports on the historical process of improvement of female farm
workers’ economical status and recent problems, while they developed their management ability of business to organize
sales of their agricultural products.
